RESOLUTION FOR DESIGNATING SCHOOL/COMMUNITY FOREST 

WHEREAS, the School and Community Forest Law, section 28.20, Wis. Stats., enacted in 1947, allows schools, villages, cities and towns to own land and practice forestry;  
WHEREAS, Waupaca County submits application(s) for appropriate county parks to designate as community forest through the Wisconsin School and Community Forest Program; and
WHEREAS, Waupaca County enters into land use agreement(s) with local school district(s) to submit application(s) for appropriate county parks to designate as school forest through the Wisconsin School and Community Forest Program; and
WHEREAS, Waupaca County encourages the utilization of county parks to provide education and active management practices on sustainable forestry; and 

WHEREAS, Waupaca County encourages the utilization of county parks to provide outdoor learning opportunities for teachers, students and residents and to promote the overall concept of land stewardship; and
WHEREAS, this School/Community Forest designation provides Waupaca County and its partnering school district(s) access to resources for planning and funding, including both a management and educational plan, that are only available to approved School Forest property; and 
WHEREAS, this School/Community Forest designation of county parks does not abrogate in any manner the right of the public to use this land; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the County Board of Waupaca County, Wisconsin reaffirms, by means of this Resolution, the designation of property legally described on the attached land use agreement and application as School/Community Forest.
